People with a broad range of experiences are encouraged to apply. Journalism experience is not required. Applicants should be willing and able to learn the technological skills related to multimedia reporting and blogging. 
Correspondents for ouRXperience will be given monthly stipends ($50 per blog post for four posts per month). Correspondents may also participate in training webinars (or in-person training, depending on location) and will receive stipend for training sessions.
